From the I-495.  Take exit 44 for VA-193 E 
(Georgetown Pike) toward Langley. 
1) In 2.5 miles, turn left on Dolly Madison 
Blvd (aka Route 123) which becomes Chain 
Bridge Rd (Rt 123) after you pass Kirby Rd.. 
2) In 2.2 miles, turn right on Glebe road 
when route 123 ends. 
3) In 0.3 miles, exit to right following "To 
Military Road" sign onto N 
Old Glebe Rd. 
4) At top of hill, after crossing bridge, turn 
left on Military Road. 
5) In 0.4 miles, Gulf Branch Nature Center 
will be on the right, at the bottom of the hill. 
 
The nature center only has parking for about 
8 cars.  The lot will fill up, at which time 
you must part either on Military road, or on 
the residential street across from the 
Nature Center (36th Rd). 
 
The forge is a brown wooden building about 
50 ft down the path off the 
parking lot just past the log cabin.
